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Northwest Weed Management Partnership 





The Northwest Weed Management Partnership (NWMP) is an informal multi-agency network of individuals and organizations concerned with rural and urban invasive weed issues in Northwestern Oregon and Southwestern Washington.  NWMP has a Strategic Plan, Steering Committee, and Partnership Coordinator. Partners represent a wide variety of organizations, including: timber companies; soil and water conservation districts; watershed councils; state/local parks and recreation departments; OSU Extension; Oregon Department of Transportation; county public works departments; state and federal natural resource management agencies; and, city/county governments. 

















As of September, 2006, there were 112 partner organizations.








Cooperative Weed Management Areas (CWMAs)





Six formal local groups (usually multi-county) that coordinate voluntary actions of members regarding weed inventory, control, prevention, and education.  Each CWMA has a Long-term Management Plan, a yearly Operating Plan, and a Memorandum of Understanding demonstrating commitment to its partnering organizations.


Four County: Clackamas, Clark (WA), Multnomah, Washington 


Mid-Willamette: Marion, Yamhill, Polk


Upper Willamette: Eastern Lane, Linn, Benton


Mid-Coast: Western Lane, Lincoln


North Coast: Tillamook, Pacific (WA), Clatsop, Columbia


Columbia Gorge: Multnomah, Hood River, Wasco, Klickitat (WA), Skamania (WA)





Partnership Information Exchange Informational forum open to all partners, held several times a year. Typically there are guest speakers that provide training and presentations to participants. Discussions and Q&A sessions regarding local and regional weed issues are also welcomed.








NWMP Steering Committee


Five individuals selected by NWMP members. They provide leadership to create and implement NWMP’s Strategic Plan.  They also guide and support the Coordinator with work plans, prioritization of tasks, grants, fiscal matters, etc.





Working Groups


Informal ad hoc groups supported by the NWMP that are focused on specific invasive weed management issues. Currently there are three Working Groups: Knotweed, False Brome, and Garlic Mustard. Others may be formed as needed.
